SECTION 1: Introduction

Inaugurated on 10" July, 1954 by Dr. C.P. Ramaswamy lyer, the then Vice-Chancellor of Banaras Hindu University, Vasant Kanya
Mahavidyalaya, is continuously expanding its efficiency and impact in imparting quality education to women. It draws inspiration from the
vision of Dr. Annie Besant, Mahamana Madan Mohan Malaviya, Dr Rohit Mehta and other visionaries and educationists, who worked to link up
education with culture and balance freedom with responsibility. With a holistic end in mind, the college pursues the motto “Education as
Service”, so that the students become responsible citizens, able to serve the community. The academic and the extra-curricular events brace the
young girls to understand and address the challenges of the ever-changing society.

A group of extremely efficient, committed and qualified faculty members (46) appointed as per UGC norms, under the able-
administration of the principal, have successfully strived to achieve the goals for which the college has been established. The college at present is
teaching 15 subjects in Arts and Social Science streams at UG level i.e. English, Sanskrit, Hindi, Philosophy, AIHC & Archaeology, Music



(Vocal), Music (Instrumental), Painting, Home Science, History, Political Science, Sociology, Psychology, Economics, Geography along
with PG and Ph.D courses in 11 subjects except Music (Vocal), Music (Instrumental), Painting, and Geography. The college also runs nine
certificate courses under self-financing scheme. The college enrolls students through CUET conducted by NTA. It follows the reservation policy
of the Government of India in admission. SC/ST, OBC & PH are accordingly admitted in various UG, PG, and Ph.d courses. The excellent
academic reputation of the college draws students from all over the country. During this session students from different states, including north-
east & southern states of India, were enrolled in different courses. The multi-cultural nature of the student fraternity enables the young minds to
imbibe the rich cultural heritage of India and contributes significantly in the sustenance of pluralistic society.

In the academic session 2023-24, 1991 students were enrolled in the undergraduate and post-graduate courses. Besides this the college has 23

active research scholars registered under various faculty members.

The college has also started an add-on course titled 'Professional and Life Skills' run by the Young Skilled India Foundation to improve the
employability of its students. 08 students have successfully completed the course in the session 2023-24.

Selection of Urban Slums

Khojwa , Bhelupur ward

Khojwa ward, which comes under Khojwa subzone of Bhelupur zone, is spread over an area

of 0.4 square kilometres. According to the 2011 census, this ward, which has a mixed
population, has a population of approximately 14,000 to 15,000. Major localities falling in
this ward include Shitala Mata Colony, Maa Sharda Nagar Colony, Hanuman Nagar Colony
etc. Khojwa main market is known as the commercial area here and Kirahiya Harijan Basti,
Siddharth Nagar Harijan Basti, Kirahiya Akhara Harijan Basti are the slums in this area. The
most important feature of this ward is the presence of ancient temples, ponds etc. A very old
temple of Dwarkadhish is situated here. Also, Shankuldhara Kund is situated here, boasting
of proud cultural heritage of Varanasi. Although with the changing times, this pond has also

suffered from pollution, efforts for its renovation are going on by the local administration.



Situated in the centre of the city, this area is also used as a dumping ground for household
waste and creates hazards for people living in its vicinity. The area is checkered by large
buildings, small shops and also dirty lanes and people living in abject poverty. With a lack of
education and basic infrastructure and men succumbing to drug and alcohol abuse, the place
requires a cleanliness drive and awareness campaign at various levels. The volunteers
participated in a massive immunization campaign and worked for the benefit of the
underprivileged class. They participated in nation-building through rapid surveys
communicating with the stakeholders of the community, helping the women folk and

educating the children.

One Day Special Camps

Awareness Programme in Khojwa on 01.10.2023

One Day Special Camp was organized in the adopted village of Khojwa on 1.10.2023,
commemorating the spirit of Annie Besant.In the first session students carried out massive
cleanliness drive in the ward where they cleaned the area around Shakuldhara Pokhara in
Khojwan ,Bhelupur ward. Students also suggested ways to remove plankton from the pond in

their future camps. Students delivered their views on cleanliness and hygiene.

Awareness against Viral Infection 02.10.2023

In the academic session the students were made aware of the contribution of Annie
Besant to education by Purnima, NSS Programme Officer, Unit 3. Inhis special lecture,
Dr.Vaibhav Jaiswal, Institute of Medical Sciences, BHU discussed the importance of
cleanliness and hygiene to prevent viral infection with the help of Ayurveda. He emphasized
the importance of drinking boiled water and discussed the use of herbs for increasing

immunity and fighting diseases.

50 household in Khojwa blocks. Various programmes and lectures were organized during the

massivecampaign.

On 15™ August 2023, Prabhat Feri, a rally from the college commenced by Prof. Rachna
Srivastava, Principal, VKM inspiring speech to the students, highlighting their role in Nation
Building. With the chants and slogans of “Vande Matram” and “Bharat Mata Ki Jai” 50
volunteers moved from Rathyatra to Sigra and reached Bharat Mata Temple concluding their

walk on a heritage reminding of the Indian national struggle for Independence.
Swachhta Pakhwara

A massive cleanliness drive was organized in the college campus and its vicinity of Swachhta
Pakhwara based on “Reduce, Reuse, Recycle”. The programme commenced on 19.10.2023
with an inspirational address by Prof. Rachna Srivastava rousing the students to keep their
surrounding clean and reduce plastic waste highlighting the hazardous impact of plastic
waste. The volunteers carried out an awareness campaign to reduce single-use practices and
also collected plastic waste for proper disposal. Afterwards, Dr. Anushree Srivastava,
Fertilizer Inspector, Nagar Nigam discussed various aspects of cleanliness and described the
types of wastes like solid waste, liquid waste and e-waste. She also discussed proper disposal
techniques for each kind of waste. She emphasized the use of cloth bags for reducing plastic
waste. Satyendra Urmila Sharma, Founder, “Mera Desh Mera Dayitva” explained various
kinds of plastics like HPD, PVC, PBC etc. and discussed the health hazards associated with

them and emphasized the use of metal utensils instead of plastic utensils.

Four One Day Camps

Four One Day Special Camps were organized by Unit 11l of Vasant Kanya Mahavidyalaya on

19™ December, 2023, 21° December, 2023, 3" January 2024 and 12" January, 2024.

On 19" December, 2023, an Orientation campaign was organized for the newly enrolled
volunteers of Session 2023-2024, Dr.Shashikesh Kumar Gond discussed the importance of
joining N.S.S. Its role in nation building. Its establishment date and motto so that students

could learn service as the motto of their life.

In the second session of the camp, students wrote slogans, made posters and carried on
campaign to spread awareness against AIDS. They also prepared and presented a Street Play

to spread awareness against HIV and AIDS.

In the third session students went to their respective wards to spread awareness against HIV
and AIDS by chanting slogans, and by performing the street play for the local people. The

On 21 November, 2023, students went and explored Khojwa ward, communicating with the
slum dwellers and trying to understand their problems. They prepared questionnaires and
conducted a survey in their ward to know about the problems faced by people dwelling in
urban slums, the lack of civic infrastructure and clean drinking water, illiteracy and poverty
were the few problems that the students enlisted. A one-day special camp was organized by

the five units of National Service Scheme, Vasant Kanya Mahavidyalaya on 21/12/2023 in



their respective wards Nawabganj, Bhadaini, Bajardiha, Bhelupur and Khojwa. The students
took out a road safety rally from the college to their ward and conducted an awareness
campaign about cleanliness by volunteering in the urban slum they had selected and learned
the process of making pottery from a potter. He took a closer look at the problems of urban
slums like poverty, filth, and lack of education and employment and suggested removing
them. He also addressed the problem of stray animals and the problem of the Shankuldhara
pond.They also carried a Road Safety Rally on their way back to college. Third unit of Vasant
Kanya Mahavidyalaya, National Service Scheme, special cleanliness and road safety drive
was organized. The students went in the ward and spread awareness of the environment, road
safety, community health and women’s safety in their selected wards in different areas of the
city in Khojwa ward.The volunteers raised slogans of public awareness during the rallies and
alsocarried out cleanliness work in their wards by collecting plastic waste and cleaning the
streets. Students also performed Street Plays in their respective wards to spread awareness on
Health and Hygiene. Volunteers visited various heritage sites like Rani Lakshmi Bai Birth
Place, Assi Ghat, Shankul Dhara Pokhara, Baij Nath Shiv Mandir and Juna Akhara located in
their respectivewards.

Vasant Kanya Mahavidyalaya, Kamachha

Vasant Kanya Mahavidyalaya, Kamachha aims to combine the values of tradition and modernity and is a model of quality and innovation. The
college's IQAC, which prioritizes quality nourishment, has created a feedback system to gather student input for ongoing enhancements to the
curriculum and its enrichment. Important student comments, ideas, and observations about the applicability of the curriculum, syllabi, and other
administrative operations were gathered and compiled at the institutional level, and they were taken note of for future action. The data that the students
supplied was kept private and utilized as valuable input to raise the caliber of the college's numerous programs. The salient takeaway points given by the
students showed that the students were very much satisfied with the Academic and Curriculum, Assessment and Evaluation, Students Support provided
by the college, and Infrastructure.

The students’ feedback for 2023-24 was collected through Google forms from the final year students of Undergraduate and Postgraduate from all
disciplines. Atotal of 322 responses were collected including UG and PG students. The feedback formwas based onfour majorbroadareasi.e., Academic
and Curriculum, Assessmentand Evaluation, Students Support provided by the college, and Infrastructure. Thefour broad areas consisted of fifty-one
well-structured questions focusing on the overall development of the students. The parameters which were emphasized inthe four majorbroadareas of
studentfeedback formwere quality ofteachingandlearning process, examinationandevaluationsystem,amenities (library, N-List, Wi-Fiaccess), sports
and cultural activities, the effectiveness of training and internship for placement, canteen and water drinking facilities, administration and office

facilities, grievance redressal mechanism, community services, mentoring programs, ICT facilities, field visits, college website, entrepreneurial



activities, stimulation for innovative thinking, critical thinking and problem-solving competence, IQAC and NAAC awareness,

Section 1 was related to students’ feedback regarding academics and curriculum. It is clear from the analysis of the table that 92.5 percent of the
students were satisfied with the curriculum, finding it comprehensive, relevant, and properly arranged; while very few students (7.5 percent) were
dissatisfied. The analysis showed that 74.8 percent of the students were satisfied with the usage of teaching aids and ICT in class by the teachers
to facilitate the teaching process. However, 25.2 percent of the students expressed their concern for further improvement. Additionally, 90.1
percent of students agreed that the curriculum was effective in enhancing teamwork, while 9.9 percent disagreed. Furthermore, 91.9 percent of the



students accepted that the curriculum is relevant to real-life situations and reflects the current trends and practices in the respective disciplines,
whereas a few (8.1 percent) students expected improvements. A majority of students, i.e., 96 percent, agreed that the faculty came well prepared
for teaching the class, and 93.8 percent of students accepted that the faculty members provide additional practical examples from real-life
situations apart from the textbook. According to 91.6 percent of students, the faculty members provided an updated list of study material for
reference, such as textbooks, journals, magazines, etc., and the majority of students, 97.8 percent, were satisfied with the interactive and
supportive teaching and learning approach. It was interpreted from the analysis that 81.7 percent of students were of the view that diverse
teaching-learning methods like group discussions, class discussions, case studies, etc., were adopted to achieve the intended learning outcome,
although 18.3 percent of students did not agree with the same. Most of the students (86.3 percent) reported that guidance was provided by
faculty for writing research assignments, research papers, etc. However, 13.7 percent of students indicated that they did not receive any
guidance for writing research assignments, research papers, etc. Additionally, 82 percent of students experienced the integration of theory and
practice in classes, while the rest of the students disagreed with the same. The stimulation for innovative thinking, critical thinking, and
problem-solving competency was observed by 86.6 percent of students, whereas it was not found in 13.4 percent of students. Finally, 86.3
percent of students claimed that their leadership, time management, and communication skills were developed and enhanced during their study,
while 13.7 percent disagreed. It was observed that almost 71.7 percent of students developed entrepreneurial/job skills during their study. All of
the respondents agreed that the content of the syllabus was covered in the class {table A (ii)}.

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Section Il represents the students’ feedback regarding assessment and evaluation, which consists of five questions covering its various
dimensions. The data in Table 2 indicated that 82.6 percent of students agreed that the frequency, method, and criteria of assessment,
including the grading criteria, were clearly communicated to the students at the commencement of the examination; moreover, 17.4



percent of students did not agree with the same. Additionally, 95.3 percent of the students accepted that the assignments/projects given
were relevant and useful and helped them in improving their understanding and application of the subject matter. Most of the students
(86.6 percent) were satisfied with the fair and timely feedback provided on each assessment before the next one; conversely, only 13.4
percent of students were not satisfied. It was observed that 91.6 percent of students reported that the internal evaluation system was
without any discrimination or prejudice. A significant majority of 98.4 percent of students reported that examinations were conducted in a
fair, disciplined, and organized manner.

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Section 111 represents the students’ feedback regarding student support provided by the college, which consists of sixteen questions C(a) & C(b). Our institution
gives muchsignificance and supportto the students to pursue variousactivities in the college for their holistic development. As is evident from Table C(a), 83.5
percent of students’ responses stated that there was an arrangement to provide guidance and counseling for academic improvement, and 77.3 percent of
students feltthat special care was given to weaker students, with teachers being able to identify their weaknesses and help them overcome them. A significant
majority of students, i.e., 91.9 percent and 93.2 percent, expressed that they were encouraged to participate in extracurricular activities and community



services, respectively. Itwasobservedthatonly 4.3 percentofstudentswere unaware of the NSS program being run in the college, whereas 95.7 percent of
studentswereawareof it. Itwas foundthat 72 percent of studentswereaware of the grievance redressal cell in the college, whereas 28 percent of students
were unaware of the grievance redressal cell. According to 65.8 percent of students, the mentor-mentee program was conducted regularly, whereas 34.2
percent of students were unfamiliar with it. A majority of students, 92.9 percent, found the orientation program very helpful, and 82 percent of students reported
that the institute takes an active interest in promoting internship and field visit opportunities for the students. It was reported by 85.1 percent of students that the
faculty members make efforts to inculcate soft skills, life skills, and employability skills to prepare them for the world of work. It was noted by 84.8
percent of students that they receive mark sheets on time from BHU, while 15.2 percentofstudentsdidnotacceptthesame. Thedatarevealedthat37.9 percent of
studentswere unaware of IQAC (Internal Quality Assurance Cell), whereas 62.1 percent of students were familiarwith IQAC. Itisevident fromthe data that
83.5percentofstudentswereaware of NAAC, incontrastto 16.5 percent of studentswhowere unfamiliarwithit.

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The chart C4(ii) shows the students’ experience with the admission process, administrative staff, and placement cell of the college. It was found
that 41.9 percent of students had an excellent experience with the admission process. Additionally, 44.4 percent of students said that they had a good
experience with the admission process, whereas 13 percentof students found itaverage. Itwas noticed that the experience of 25.5 percent of students
wasexcellentwith the administrativestaff,and49.4 percentofstudentsrespondedthattheirexperience wasgoodwiththeadministrative staff. Furthermore,
19.3percentofstudentssaid it was anaverage experience, while 2.8 percent of students had a bad experience. According to 17.7 percent of students, the
placement cell of the college was excellent. Meanwhile, 30.7 percent of students experienced it as good, whereas 22.7 percent of students had an
averageexperience. Only 4.3 percentof students had abadexperience with the placementcell.

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Section IV was formulated to obtain students’ feedback regarding Infrastructure, which consisted of fifteen questions covering its various
dimensions.

In the feedback survey, as depicted in the table D(a) 83.6 percent of students believed that the college has good classroom facilities, projectors, proper
seating arrangements, computer labs etc., whereas 16.4 percent of students believed that all these arrangements are not good and need some




improvement. About 76.8 percent students said that they had a full facility to use a computer lab and 83 percent students said that internet facility is

availableforstudywhenrequired. However, 23.2percent of the students said thattheyhadnoaccesstouseacomputerlaband 17 percentstudentssaid that

theyhadnoaccesstointernetfacility. Inthepresenttime, theimportance of e-resources for studies has increased a lotand expanded rapidly since the timeof

Covid19. Moststudents, 80.8percent, revealedthate-resourcesin the library were easily accessible whereas 19.2 percent of studentsdid notagree with the

same. 66.9 percent students said that they knew about the digital library of the college, which is accessible 24x7 even from outside the college,

whereas 33.1 percent of students were unaware of it. The library timing was adequate for 81.7 percent of students while it was not adequate for 18.3

percent of students. It was found that 63.5 percent of students were satisfied with the cleanliness and proper maintenance of

classroom/washroom common areas in the college, on the contrary, 36.5 percent of students were unsatisfied. Our institution provides much

significance and support to the students to pursue sports activities. The analysisindicated that 63.2 percent of students were satisfied with the indoor

and outdoor sports and recreational facilities while 36.8 percent of students expected more exposure and opportunities. A significant majority of students,

88.2 percent found the college website informative. While 11.8 percent of studentsdonot agree with this.

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Chart 5 (iii) explains the experience of the students with the quality of food provided in the canteen, drinking water facility, and library reading room
facility. 13.0 percent of students experienced food quality as excellent, and 27.2 percent of students found it good. It was an average experience of
40.2 percent of students whereas 19.5 percent of students had a bad experience withthefoodquality. Itwasnoticedthat 18.0percentofstudentsfoundthe
drinking facility excellent, and 35.3 percent of students responded to it as good. 31.9 percent of students said it was average whereas 14.9 percent of



students had a bad experience. The library reading room facility was excellent for nearly 21.7 percent of students whereas it was a good experience for 47.4
percent of students. 24.8 percent of students reported it as average, and only 6.2 percent of students had a bad experience with the library reading room
facilities.
